Admission to a Bachelor's Degree program

To be eligible, you must possess the equivalent of an Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD) and required courses as noted on
specific program web pages at: humber.ca/program.

English Proficiency requirements are:

e A minimum TOEFL score of 560 (paper based) or 84 (internet based with no single band score below 21) or
e an IELTS with an overall minimum score of 6.5 (with no single band score below 6.0) or
e CAEL with an overall band score of 60 and Writing 60.

Note: For Bachelor of Nursing Degree a minimum TOEFL score of 600 (paper based) or 100 + (internet based with no single band score
below 21) or IELTS score with an overall minimum score of 7.0 (with no single band score below 6.5).
