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What’s Up Ahead
Artificial Intelligence (AI) Primer
In partnership with the Faculty of Media, Creative Arts & Design, IL presents 
the first AI Primer at Humber, with our keynote speaker Dr. Janet Corral, chair of 
Western Group on Education Affairs, affiliate professor in the Health Equity Lab at 
the University of Ottawa and adjunct professor at the University of Calgary.

•	Facilitating Learning engages faculty to think about the strategies to create 
impactful and intentional learning experiences while considering how the 
facilitation of content can support learning professional development.

•	Curriculum Design & Development focuses on ways to plan and create a well-
designed and thoughtfully sequenced curriculum for a course or program.

•	Teaching and Learning in HyFlex Environments introduces faculty to the 
methods, practices and tools for adapting an existing in-person lesson plan for 
HyFlex teaching to create an engaging learning experience for students.

•	Assessments for Learning considers ways to design and deliver assessments 
in the teaching and learning cycle to ensure that they are part of the learning 
process instead of a product of learning.

•	Educational Technology and Accessibility is an introductory course to 
accessibility, applications with technology and how these considerations can 
increase inclusion for all learners.

•	Equity and Anti-Oppressive Teaching in Post-Secondary Education intends 
to build capacity among Humber staff to become familiar with the core tenets 
of equitable and anti-oppressive teaching, including identifying one’s own 
positionality, distinguishing between equality and equity, and engaging in 
critical self-reflexivity.

This interactive session will engage real-world examples of AI adoption to explore questions like “Should we adopt?” and 
“How might we adopt wisely and ethically?” Come prepared to participate, discuss and interact with your peers as we 
journey through possibilities in authentic augmentation.
